
Comparing Cell Phone Plans

You are living on your own, having graduated from college, and are no longer on your parents cell phone plan.  Your plan will need voice and text.  

Using a linear equation for each of the plans, visually display the three plans and compare them so that you can determine the advantages of each plan. 

Plan 1 - The basic plan is $32.00 per month plus $0.25 per text message

Plan 2 - The basic plan is $45.00 per month plus $0.10 per text message

Plan 3 - The basic plan is $75.00 per month with unlimited texting

Plan 4 - The basic plan is $60.00 per month plus $0.05 per text message

a.  Write a linear equation to model each different cell phone plan

b. Using the linear equation calculate out the monthly cost for 100, 150, 200, 250, 300, 350, 400, 450 and 500 text messages per month

c. Graph the results of linear equations to determine which plan is best and at what point the plans intersect.
